Treatment: Helps reach alcoholics in hospitals and treatment facilities. Programs can include: running or coordi-

nating in-house meetings ; providing panelists to describe what AA is and is not; and providing the AA message through
books, pamphlets and word of mouth. Also coordinates the Bridging the Gap program, helping the AA who is being

released from treatment to get to a meeting on the outside.

PI (Public Information): A service primarily educational in scope, PI work includes providing literature to the

public, speaking at non-AA meetings, developing and distributing public service announcements, appearing at schools,
health fairs, and other non-AA events, and working with the media to explain our tradition regarding anonymity. The
District PI Chair attends Area PI Committee Quarterlies, relays information on service opportunities to members, and
encourages others to participate. PI may work closely with CPC to carry the message.

Archives: We have a past chairperson willing to serve as the Alternate Archivist so you already have help! As
Archive Chair you will help to carry the message of our District and Area history, solicit, maintain and track archives
storage and present historical literature, photos and other items at area events. The Chair will also work with other

Districts and the Area and attend area Archive Quarterlies.

Accessibility: Identifies needs of individuals and groups to provide accessibility for all AA’s to attend meetings,

understand meetings and participate in meetings.
